About Lent 
The season now known as Lent (from an Old English word meaning “spring,” the time of  

lengthening days) is observed in preparation for the Paschal feast —the celebration at 

Easter of the Resurrection of Jesus Christ. Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of Lent, a 

40 -day period of fasting (excluding Sundays) that ends at the Great Vigil of East er on 

Holy Saturday and is followed by the Great Fifty Days of Eastertide. Today Lent has 

reacquired its significance as the final preparation of adult candidates for baptism. 

Joining with them, all Christians are invited “to the observance of a holy Lent,  by self -

examination and repentance; by prayer, fasting, and self -denial; and by reading and 

meditating on God’s holy Word” (BCP, p. 265).  
 

Land Acknowledgement 
We gather at St. Margaret ’s  on land that once belonged to the Nacotchtank people, who 

were  forcibly removed from their land by white settlers and devastated by diseases they  

introduced.   We recognize that this loss is not distant history, and the ongoing legacy of  

colonization continues to adversely shape our communities. We grieve their loss and 

repent of  this history.   We vow to carry forward the Nacotchtanks’ legacy of respect for 

the land, the  waters and all of God’s creation. May our stewardship reflect gratitude, 

justice, and care; and  may we live  in right  relationship with the earth and one another.

The First Lesson                                                                     Ezekiel 37:1 -14 

This reading is from the Old Testament (or Hebrew Scriptures), which Jesus knew and from which he often 

referred or quoted.  

A reading from the  Prophet Ezekiel.   

The hand of God came upon me, and he brought me out by the spirit of God and set me down 

in the middle of a valley; it was full of bones. God led me all around them; there were very many 

lying in the valley, and they were very dry. God said to me, “Mortal, can these bones live?” I 

answered, “O God, you know.” Then God  said to me, “Prophesy to these bones, and say to them: 

O dry bones, hear the word of God . Thus says God to these bones: I will cause breath to enter 

you, and you shall live. I will lay sinews on you, and will cause flesh to come upon you, and cover 

you with skin, and put breath in you, and you shall live; and you shall know that I am Go d.” 
 

So I prophesied as I had been commanded; and as I prophesied, suddenly there was a noise, a 

rattling, and the bones came together, bone to its bone. I looked, and there were sinews on 

them, and flesh had come upon them, and skin had covered them; but there  was no breath in 

them. Then God  said to me, “Prophesy to the breath, prophesy, mortal, and say to the breath: 

Thus says God: Come from the four winds, O breath, and breathe upon these slain, that they 

may live.” I prophesied as God commanded me, and the b reath came into them, and they lived, 

and stood on their feet, a vast multitude.  
 

Then God said to me, “Mortal, these bones are the whole house of Israel. They say, ‘Our bones 

are dried up, and our hope is lost; we are cut off completely.’ Therefore prophesy, and say to 

them, Thus says God: I am going to open your graves, and bring you up from y our graves, O my 
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people; and I will bring you back to the land of Israel. And you shall know that I am the Lord, 

when I open your graves, and bring you up from your graves, O my people. I will put my spirit 

within you, and you shall live, and I will place you on your own s oil; then you shall know that I, 

God , have spoken and will act,” says God .

The psalms are  poems  from the Old Testament (or Hebrew Scriptures) . They  cover every mood of humanity’s

The Second Lesson                                                      Romans 8:6 -11 

This reading, taken from the New Testament, is typically from a letter (epistle) to the early Church, the Acts 

of the Apostles, or the Revelation to John . 

A reading from Paul’s letter the churches in Rome.    

To set the mind on the flesh is death, but to set the mind on the Spirit is life and peace. For this 

reason the mind that is set on the flesh is hostile to God; it does not submit to God's law --  

indeed it cannot, and those who are in the flesh cannot pleas e God.  

 

But you are not in the flesh; you are in the Spirit, since the Spirit of God dwells in you. Anyone 

who does not have the Spirit of Christ does not belong to him.  
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But if Christ is in you, though the body is dead because of sin, the Spirit is life because of 

righteousness. If the Spirit of God  who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, God who 

raised Christ from the dead will give life to your mortal bodies also through God’s  Spirit that 

dwells in you.

The sequence hymn moves us toward the summit of the Liturgy of the Word —the reading of the Holy Gospel. 

Gospel means “good news” —specifically the “good news of Jesus.”  
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The Gospel Lesson                                                                   John 11:1-45  

This reading is taken from one of the four gospels (Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John), which depict the life, 

teachings, death, resurrection, and ascension of our Savior Jesus Christ. We stand as we are able for the Gospel 

reading to show the particular impor tance placed on Jesus’ s  words and actions.  

The Holy Gospel of our Savior Jesus Christ according to John .  

Glory to you, O Christ.  

Now a certain man was ill, Lazarus of Bethany, the village of Mary and her sister Martha. Mary was 

the one who anointed the Lord with perfume and wiped his feet with her hair; her brother Lazarus 

was ill. So the sisters sent a message to Jesus, ‘Lord, he w hom you love is ill.’ But when Jesus heard 

it, he said, ‘This illness does not lead to death; rather it is for God’s glory, so that God’s Only 

Begotten may be glorified through it.’ Accordingly, though Jesus loved Martha and her sister and 

Lazarus, after h aving heard that Lazarus was ill, he stayed two days longer in the place where he 

was.  

Then after this he said to the disciples, ‘Let us go to Judea again.’ The disciples said to him, ‘Rabbi, 

the Jews were just now trying to stone you, and are you going there again?’ Jesus answered, ‘Are 

there not twelve hours of daylight? Those who walk dur ing the day do not stumble, because they see 

the light of this world. But those who walk at night stumble, because the light is not in them.’ After 

saying this, he told them, ‘Our friend Lazarus has fallen asleep, but I am going there to awaken him.’ 

The d isciples said to him, ‘Lord, if he has fallen asleep, he will be all right.’ Jesus, however, had been 

speaking about his death, but they thought that he was referring merely to sleep. Then Jesus told 

them plainly, ‘Lazarus is dead. For your sake I am glad I was not there, so that you may believe. But 

let us go to him.’ Thomas, who was called the Twin, said to his fellow -disciples, ‘Let us also go, that 

we may die with him.’  

When Jesus arrived, he found that Lazarus had already been in the tomb for four days. Now Bethany 

was near Jerusalem, some two miles away, and many of the Jews had come to Martha and Mary to 

console them about their brother. When Martha heard that Jesus wa s coming, she went and met 

him, while Mary stayed at home. Martha said to Jesus, ‘Lord, if you had been here, my brother would 

not have died. But even now I know that God will give you whatever you ask.’ Jesus said to her, ‘Your 

brother will rise again.’ M artha said to him, ‘I know that he will rise again in the resurrection on the 

last day.’ Jesus said to her, ‘I am the resurrection and the life. Those who believe in me, even though 

they die, will live, and everyone who lives and believes in me will never die. Do you believe this?’ She 

said to him, ‘Yes, Lord, I believe that you are the Messiah, God’s Only Begotten, the one coming into 

the world.’  

When she had said this, she went back and called her sister Mary, and told her privately, ‘The 

Teacher is here and is calling for you.’ And when she heard it, she got up quickly and went to him. 

Now Jesus had not yet come to the village, but was still at t he place where Martha had met him. The 

Jews who were with her in the house, consoling her, saw Mary get up quickly and go out. They 

followed her because they thought that she was going to the tomb to weep there. When Mary came 

where Jesus was and saw him, she knelt at his feet and said to him, ‘Lord, if you had been here, my 

brother would not have died.’ When Jesus saw her weeping, and the Jews who came with her also 
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weeping, he was greatly disturbed in spirit and deeply moved. He said, ‘Where have you laid him?’ 

They said to him, ‘Lord, come and see.’ Jesus began to weep. So the Jews said, ‘See how he loved 

him!’ But some of them said, ‘Could not he who opened the eye s of the blind man have kept this 

man from dying?’  

Then Jesus, again greatly disturbed, came to the tomb. It was a cave, and a stone was lying against 

it. Jesus said, ‘Take away the stone.’ Martha, the sister of the dead man, said to him, ‘Lord, already 

there is a stench because he has been dead for four d ays.’ Jesus said to her, ‘Did I not tell you that if 

you believed, you would see the glory of God?’ So they took away the stone. And Jesus looked 

upwards and said, ‘Abba, I thank you for having heard me. I knew that you always hear me, but I 

have said this  for the sake of the crowd standing here, so that they may believe that you sent me.’ 

When he had said this, he cried with a loud voice, ‘Lazarus, come out!’ The dead man came out, his 

hands and feet bound with strips of cloth, and his face wrapped in a cl oth. Jesus said to them, 

‘Unbind him, and let him go.’  

Many of the Jews therefore, who had come with Mary and had seen what Jesus did, believed in him.  

This is the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

The Great Thanksgiving 

The word Eucharist comes from the Greek for “thanksgiving.” In the Great Thanksgiving, we do what Jesus 

himself asked us to do: thank God and recall all that God has done for us in the life, death, and resurrection of 

Christ. The Great Thanksgiving —or Eucharistic Prayer —is a  long prayer with four parts. Each of these four parts 

corresponds to a different action of Jesus at the Last Supper, where he took, blessed, broke, and gave bread and 

wine as sacraments of his body and blood. We begin the Great Thanksgiving with the Sursu m Corda , meaning 

“Lift up your hearts” in Latin.  

Please stand in body or spirit.  

God be  with you. And also with you.  

Lift up your hearts. We lift them to the Holy One.  

Let us give thanks to the Most High our God. It is right to give our thanks and praise.  

God of all power, Ruler of the Universe, you are worthy of glory and praise. Glory to you for ever 

and ever.

Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for all for the forgiveness of sins.
